e Have a policy to identify, monitor and protect any IUCN Red Listed species and national
conservation list species with habits in areas affected by the operation of your university.

e Include local biodiversity into any planning and development process.

e Have a policy to reduce the impact of alien species on Campus.

e Collaborate'with the local community to maintain shared land ecosystems.

e Have water quality standards and guidelines for water discharges.

e Have apolicy on reducing plastic waste on campus.

e Havea policy, process or practice on waste disposal covering hazardous materials.
